The Vestry, the elected representatives of the parish, took its responsibility seriously at its megeting o
March 14", at which members thoughtfully and prayerfully discussed the options Canon Betit had presente
to us. The simple truth: We cannot afford to call a futime rector Therefore, with a quorum present, the
following resolution was unanimously passed:

We acknowledge that we are unable at this time, due to financial restraints, to call a
full time priest. We do not wish to pursue a yoked ministry (that being 2 churches with
1 priest). We are open to collaborative/ regional or haltime/bi-vocational options.

We would like to explore these and we will notify Canon Betit that we would like to
explore these two options and we look forward to further information about them.

To simplify, we have narrowed our search options to two:

1. A collaborative/regional ministry with, possibly, two priests serving three neighboring
churches. We, as Christ Church Babylon, will maintain our own identity and ministries, \while
giving us greater opportunities to broaden our ministries collaboratively.

2. A parttime priest who has another péirhe vocation or one who is does not desire to serye a
parish on a fultime basis.

Both of these options need to be fully explored.You have acknowledged that you are ready to gLOW
the garden. The Vestry is ready to plant the seeds. God is always ready to nourish what we plant. Plec
continue with your patience and your prayers.
