New Beginnings: Feasting on Gratitude  
 

For this yearôs financial stewardship season, the Stewardship Committee has chosen to focus on an account from 

Jesusô ministry when he performed the miracle of multiplying the loaves and fishesðtaking five loaves of bread and 

two fish and feeding 5000 men plus women and children.  And then, having twelve baskets-full to gather after all 

had been fed! 

 

I donôt think that any one of us here at Christ Church can make that kind of miracle happen. But there is a way that 

we can translate it to our time and place and particular circumstances. 

 

Generally, throughout the United States, when surveys on financial giving to churches have been analyzed, it has 

shown that people who identify as church-goers give on the average 1.8% of their annual income to their church. 

This means that those who give a tithe (10%) or more, those who give a so-called ñmodern titheò (5% to the church 

and 5% to non-profit charitable entities) are all lumped in with those who give .05% and .025% or less. 

 

Many of the folks who give the smaller amounts have an attitude of ñwhat has the church done for me latelyòða 

consumer mindset of paying for goods and services received. So, if they donôt like the music, or donôt like the 

clergy, or donôt think that their child is receiving a world-class religious educationðthen they donôt pay. 

 

Thank God, even from my short time here at Christ Church, I feel blessed to say that those sentiments do not seem to 

apply here. The feeling I have received from the good and warm people of this parish is just the opposite! This is a 

church that does not sit on its hands! There are things to be done and they get done! Everyone pitches in. This shows 

that there is a very good understanding of giving time and talent to God through Christ Church. 

 

This parish has been through a time when there was fear and uncertainty. And you all have pulled together to  

continue to lead Christ Church through this recent past. I am truly blessed to have been called to a church  

community where there is strong, solid lay leadership. We will move forward into the future together. 

 

Often, when there is a time of uncertainty, financial giving decreases. And now, God willing, we are past that! Now, 

we are moving into a time of stability and growthðgrowth in commitment and in giving in order to do the work to 

spread the Gospel of Christ in our community. 

 

This year, as you prayerfully consider your financial support of mission and ministry at Christ Church: 

¥ Think about the spirit of hope and joy that filled the church when Bishop Provenzano visited and 
confirmed 16 young people and gave them permission to grow into their place in the  
congregation as young leaders. 

¥ Remember everything in your life for which you are thankfulτeven in hard times, thankful for 
those who help you when you fall. Give thanks for your family, for the God-given gifts and talents 
and skills you enjoy, for the friendship and fellowship of community in Christ Church, and most of 
allτfor the gift of Christ. 

¥ Use the calculator provided on the back of the pledge card, and see what your current giving is as 
a percentage of your yearly income; see if you can raise your generosity by at least 1%. 

 

And make your pledge of financial support for the mission and ministry of Christ in this community of Babylon out 

of gratitude, and hope, and joy!
